We believe that music is a powerful force
for positive change, with each performance giving a voice to the underprivileged and transforming support into
tangible assistance. Funds raised from the event will be used to support Oxfam’s long-term poverty alleviation
projects in developing countries, helping people improve their lives and achieve self-reliance.
