AT A GLANCE

Monthly donations from Oxfam Partners amounted to HK$154 million,
an increase of 3%, or HKS4 million, from last year.

Donations from Oxfam Trailwalker amounted to HK$37 million,
an increase of 9%, or HKS3 million, from last year.

Donations from Oxfam Rice Event amounted to HK$3.6 million,
an increase of 24%, or HK$0.7 million, from last year.

Overall programme expenditure was HK$198 million,
representing 84.1% of our total expenditure.

Management and administration costs totalled HK$9 million,
representing 3.8% of our total expenditure.

Fundraising and marketing costs amounted to HK$28 million,
representing 12% of our total expenditure.

With the continued support from the community in this challenging fundraising
enviranment, Oxfam Hong Kong has maintained a stable income to support our
long-term work in development, emergency responses, advocacy and educational
campaigns.

CONTINUOUS PUBLIC SUPPORT

Monthly donations from Oxfam Partners amounted to HKS154 million, representing
an increase of 3%, or HKS4 million, from last year. Over the years, monthly
donations have steadily grown. Monthly donations from our supporters in Macau
have also increased significantly by 73% to HKS7.6 million this year.

Totalincome from fundraising events was HKS43.1 million, which increased by
8%, or HKS3.3 million, from last year. Through our largest annual event, Dxfam
Trailwalker, we raised HKS37 million, 9%, or HKS3 million, more than last year.
This year, we added 100 Oxfam Trailwalker teams and held a spin-off event -
the Leader’s against Poverty Walk. Oxfam Rice Event contributed another
HK$3.6 million to our total income, representing an increase of 24%, or HKS0.7
million, from last year. We also organised the second Oxfam Walkathon in Hong
Kong and launched the event in Macau this year.

We raised HKS9.6 million from the public for disasters. HKS7.5 million was donated
to us for the earthguake in Zhaotong City of Yunnan and HKS1 million for the crisis
in Gaza. The remaining HKS1.1 million was donated for the floods in Southern
Africa, Cyclone Pam in Vanuatu and Typhoon Haiyan, which hit the Philippines in
2013.

Grants from the HKSAR government rose by HKS5.2 million to HKS8.6 million. We
received HKS5.3 million for the earthquake in Yunnan, HKS2.2 million for the
floods in Serbia and Bosnia-Herzegovina, as well as HKS1 million for the floods in
Guizhou.

Our total income for 2014/15 was HKS243.5 million, which is 5%, or HK$12.4 million,
lower than the previous year. This is primarily due to a decrease in emergency
income from humanitarian appeals as a result of fewer large-scale disasters that
happened during the year.

INVESTMENT IN PROGRAMMES

We supported 902 projects around the warld in 2014/15, including 316 new
projects in our poverty alleviation, humanitarian, advocacy and development
education programmes.

Oxfam contributed HKS35 million to emergencies, of which HKS14.7 million was
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spent on disasters and crises that occurred this financial year. This included

HKSS million for the earthquake in Yunnan, HKS2.2 million for the floods in Serbia
and Bosnia-Herzegovina, HKS1.6 million for the floods in Southern Africa, as
well as HKS1 million for the floods in Guizhou and HKSD.9 million for the crisis in
Gaza. We spent another HK$20.3 million on recurrent emergencies such as cyclical
and climate-related disasters in China, Africa and other countries.

Apart from emergency projects, Oxfam spent the remaining HKS163 million on
development, advocacy and education projects. This mainly included HKS84 million
in mainland China, HKS17.5 million in Hong Kong and HKS8.3 million in Africa, and
an overall HKS15 million on education programmes.

This year, Oxfam began categorising programme expenditure by External Change
Goals. Our two major programme expenditures categorised by goals were
Sustainable Food and Saving Lives. These two change goals totalled

HKS128.6 million, representing 64.8% of our programme expenditure.

Overall programme expenditure amounted to HKS188 million, representing 84.1%
of our total expenditure.

RESERVES AND SURPLUS FUNDS

We aim to apply any surplus funds that exceed our reserve requirements to

our humanitarian relief and long-term development programmes as quickly as
possible without compromising our high standards in the design, monitoring and
evaluation of these programmes.

Our Reserve Policy requires that we hold general reserves equivalent to a total
of three to six months of total unrestricted expenditures to pravide leeway for
significant and unexpected downturns in revenue, so as to ensure that our
programmes can continue as planned.

This year, we recorded a surplus of HKS7.7 million. At the end of the financial
year, our reserves stood at HK$184.8 million, representing an increase of 5%,

or HKS8 million, from last year. That included HKS7.3 million in restricted funds
and HKS178.5 million in operations reserve, which illustrates that we are able fo
remain financially sustainable.

ACCOUNTABILITY MEASURES

Management and administration costs represented 3.8% of our total expenditure.
These expenses contributed to the organisation’s general management,
administration, financial management, and information technology systems.

Whenever we make an appeal for a specific humanitarian disaster, we cover the
care operational costs using our central funds, thereby ensuring that every dollar
donated by the public goes to the urgent work at hand. A separate account is
established for each emergency.

In addition to the Oxfam Confederation Financial Standards, we also comply with
the International Non-Governmental Organisations Accountability Charter.

INTERNAL CONTROLS

The Finance and Audit Committee, chaired by the Treasurer of the Oxfam Hong
Kong Council, meets regularly to review and discuss all financial, auditing and
internal control issues related to the agency. It also supervises the internal
audit team in assessing our internal processes. This enables us to evaluate and
improve the effectiveness of our risk management practices, control framework
and governance processes.
